Residential customers can receive rebates through the 
Residential Equipment program when they replace 
existing space-conditioning equipment and gas water  
heaters with high-efficiency equipment. In addition to 
saving money with purchasing incentives, customers 
receive long-range benefits with lower utility bills.

EnergyAdvantage® 
New Homes Program
MidAmerican works with new home builders to  
ensure homes provide comfort and efficiency from  
the day they are built. Once completed, the new  
residence may even receive the ENERGY STAR®  
label, potentially aiding in resale value.

SummerSaverSM Program
SummerSaver is a voluntary initiative for MidAmerican 
customers who want to help reduce energy demand 
during the summer when demand for electricity is 
highest. An air conditioner cycling device is installed 
on the siding of the home near the air conditioner or 
air-source heat pump. This equipment is wired into the 
existing thermostat control circuit and acts as a switch, 
allowing us to cycle air conditioners off and on during 
peak usage days in June through September. When 
cycling is necessary, air conditioners are cycled 
between approximately 2 and 7 p.m. (but never 
on weekends or holidays). Participants receive a 
$40 end-of-season incentive the first year and 
a $30 incentive in following years. 

BusinessCheck® Program
This program is intended for small businesses interested 
in increasing the energy efficiency of their operations.  
An energy specialist from MidAmerican will perform  
an on-site energy audit and install simple energy-saving 
lighting and water heating measures at no cost to the 
customer. MidAmerican also offers rebate incentives  
for energy-efficient upgrades.
